Burchell will join the Golden Bears football team on the campus of Concordia-
St. Paul University in St. Paul Minnesota.  The Golden Bears are 50-43 in the 
NSIC in their 11 years in the league and are 66-55 overall since joining NCAA 
Division II status in the 1999 season. They have won two Northern Sun 
championships (2003, 2005) and played in the Mineral Water Bowl twice. They 
will be playing their second season at Sea Foam Stadium, their first on-campus 
home football stadium in school history.
